 The Race Academy Program is designed as a 3 day per week training/racing program to accomplish very specific athletic goals for the season.
              Training days for the Race Academy are Friday 5:30-7:30, Saturday 9-12 and Sunday 9-12.
              When NASA Race Academy is racing on Fridays, Saturdays or Sundays, there will be no training that day.  A detailed race/training calendar will be provided.
              NEW for Race Academy in 2011-2012 will be a two day training option.  This option is exclusively for the Race Academy’s youngest or newest members.  Athletes choosing the 2 day training option will set up their training schedules on a one to one basis.  Dan Janowiak and Gary Schwaiger will assist with calendaring for 2 day training option athletes.
 
  NEW for the 2011-2012 season is the NASA Holiday Race Camp.  Camp dates are December 22, 23, 26, 27, 28 and 29.  Nineteen hours of on-snow training has been scheduled.  Camp cost is $100 for NASA members and $150 for non-members.  The NASA staff strongly encourages all Race Academy members to take advantage of this valuable training during the holidays!                      

 Crystal Mountain Resort, Thompsonville, Michigan.  Crystal Mountain Resort has embraced collegiate, high school and junior race programs in a very special way.  NASA has long established itself as the premier ski race development program at Crystal Mountain.  

  Primary focus will be on technical/tactical skill development and having fun.  Giant Slalom and slalom will be trained each week.  On snow training will include an appropriate mix of gateless and gate training.  Athletes will participate in both inter-club and intramural racing.

 Athletes can only compete as well as their physical condition permits.  NASA Race Academy athletes are expected to be in good physical condition.  


   Transportation to training and competition will be the responsibility of the athlete’s family.

  Registration deadline for returning NASA Race Academy members is Saturday, October 8, 2011.
