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 SCRIPS PROGRAM
2011/2012
Dear Parents:

The board has decided to continue the Scrips program for individuals wanting to offset their participation fees with the club.  This program involves buying gift certificates/cards for everyday purchases like food, clothing and entertainment.  It’s fundraising while you shop, and you will not have to ask anyone to sell anything.   The Scrips fundraising gift cards are the same gift certificates/cards you would normally purchase from a retailer in your local retail stores, and they work the same way.   The only catch here is that you will need to plan ahead a little bit.   

This is how it works:
1)   All your PARTICIPATION FEES will need to be paid by you on current due date for the upcoming season.  Any profit toward your Participation Fees that you make will roll over to the next year.  You will also be able to use this toward Junior Olympic coaching fees and ski camp if you choose.  If you choose not to participate the following year in the NASA programs all profits will go to the club.
3)  Orders will be placed every 2 weeks.  The first order will be submitted to the company on Oct. 15th.   The cards will be sent to NASA and we will distribute them to you either in person or by mail.  We should receive the cards within 5 business days.   Any orders received after that date will go on the next order (approx. 2 weeks later-Oct. 31st) which will be posted on website.  
4) You will need to set up an account with www.shopwithscrips.com 

.  
5)  PRESTO PAY-You need to set up an account with presto pay.  This part of the program allows you to place your order and pay through your checking account.  Once your check has cleared the bank it will notify me and I will order the cards.  I will be ordering on Oct. 15th  so your check will need to be clear the bank by then.  Allow 4 days for that to happen.  Presto charges 39 cents for this service that will be charged to you.  

6) Each scrip gift card purchase earns a rebate for NASA.   Each of the cards has different profit values starting at 1% and higher.  The profit to the athlete will be 80% and the club would get 20%.  The 80% will be put into individual accounts for each family.  The 20% will go to the club to cover expenses incurred for this program.   If you choose to participate in the program your profits will add up quickly.
FOR EXAMPLE:  
KMART has a 4% profit on gift cards in amounts of $25.00 or $50.00.

$25.00 x .04 = $1.00 profit  

The athlete would receive $.80 and the club would receive $.20 on a $25.00 gift card.
$50.00 x .04 =$2.00

The athlete would receive $1.60 and the club would receive $.40 on a $50.00 gift card.

Right now Kmart is giving 6% on cards purchased by Dec. 3rd.   

Every now and then companies increase the percentage of profit to the organization.   

6) Companies are posted on the website to choose from.  Some of the companies exclude certain states.  For example, Meijer excluded Michigan.  Please read carefully.
