FUN, FITNESS, FUNDAMENTALS AND FAMILIES

The Northwestern Alpine Ski Academy (formerly the Manistee Ski Club) is proud to present its 2011-2012 downhill ski club program.  This year our theme is FUN, FITNESS, FUNDAMENTALS AND FAMILIES.  Our goal is to introduce as many children and their families as possible, to downhill skiing.  

Downhill skiing is fun for children and their families.  In fact, there may not be a better, more fun, “family” sport.  In mid December the Northwestern Alpine Ski Academy (NASA) will begin its Development Program at Crystal Mountain Resort.  The Development Program is NASA’s entry level program, teaching beginner and intermediate skiers the fundamentals of skiing.  Children will be taught by experienced and well trained instructors who know how to incorporate fun and fundamentals into a lesson.  Twelve 3 hour lessons have been planned for Crystal Mountain.

 Again, for 2011-2012 the Development Program athletes will receive their instruction on Sunday afternoons.  Yes, downhill ski instruction for children at a time when parents can play too!!  NASA is so excited about Sundays for children and families at Crystal Mountain Resort.  On most Sundays this winter, instruction will be from 3:30-6:30pm  

The Northwestern Alpine Ski Academy has 30 plus years teaching children a life long sport that provides fun and fitness opportunities.  Now, NASA is encouraging parents to come out and participate on the slopes too.  Give the best family sport in the world a chance!  


  The NASA Development Program “Learn to Ski” began in 1980.  Throughout the early & mid eighties, NASA grew its Development Program from the 8th grade down through Kindergarten.  Nearly all of NASA’s skiers over the years began with the NASA Development Program.  


Alpine skiing in Manistee has established great tradition and success.  The Manistee Ski Programs include the Development Program, Race Academy and NASA CUSSA and the Manistee High School Ski teams (girls and boys).  The NASA programs have developed great skiers as well as great racers.  NASA has developed interclub level champions, Junior Olympic Champions, State Champions, National Champions and its athletes have competed in prestigious international competitions.  


The Manistee High School Ski Teams were one of the original nine schools recognized by the MHSAA when they sanctioned Alpine Skiing for boys and girls in the early 50’s.


Manistee High School Teams have won numerous MHSAA Regional titles and a State Championship in 2009 by the girl’s team (boys were Runner-Up).  MHS Teams have placed numerous athletes on the All-State Teams in past seasons, including five First Team All-State athletes in 2009.  MHS has also had one or both of its ski teams qualify for the MHSAA State Finals every year but one since 1991.  In 2011, NASA athletes who also compete in high school racing, had 3 MHSAA Individual State Champions along with numerous All-State First Teamers and Second Teamers.

      Safety, etiquette, fundamental skiing skills and a love of the sport are taught in this program by instructors and coaches who have had formal training by the United States Ski Coaches Association, Professional Ski Instructor Association and/or extensive in-house training.  The NASA Development Program is an “instructional ski program” that has been recognized as a model for many others.
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       Students in grades K-6 and their parents/guardians (if interested) will ski on Sunday afternoons beginning December 11th .  Generally students and parents will ski 3:30-6:30 pm.  Twelve trips will be scheduled.  All instruction will take place at Crystal Mountain Resort in Thompsonville, Michigan.

   Transportation to Crystal Mountain is the responsibility of each athletes family.

             Meg Batzer grew up in NASA Programs and now has 14 years experience instructing and coaching.  Meg is a USSA Level 100 Certified Coach and a PSIA Level 2 instructor.  Additional Development program staff will be named later in the fall.
